Duration of Matches

U/11 = 10 mins quarters, U/13 = 12 mins quarters, U/15 = 15 mins quarters. No more than 3 mins break between quarters 1 & 2, 3 & 4, and no more than 5 mins break at half time. All games must end 10 mins before the start of the next game to allow other teams to warm and bib up.
Child Welfare

Any decisions/judgments made will always be made with the aim to promote the welfare of the children playing and to support them in transitioning to an adult netball environment should they wish to do so once eligible. It is the responsibility of all Team Managers as well as the League Officers to uphold this aim. 
To ensure there is a reasonable level playing field if a team is ahead in a game by more than 12 goals at the end of a quarter the players must rotate their positions:
	GS moves to WA

GA moves to GK

WA moves to WD

C moves to GD
	WD moves to GK

GD moves to GS

GK moves to GA




The only exception to this is if a player has a disability (permanent or temporary) which would make moving to a different position dangerous for the player or other players. Umpires will be the decider and both umpires must agree for the rule not to be enforced. 

Any decision made will be in the best interest of avoiding injury and promoting child welfare. Once the rotation has taken place if the gap closes to 5 or less goals players may be moved back to their normal playing positions at the end of the quarter.  If the gap remains at 12 or more goals then a further rotation must take place in line with the above.
Notification of results

It is the team’s responsibility to ensure the scorecard is correct and:

(a) It shows the correct result,
(b) All Players have PRINTED their full names and any players playing up are indicated, including the number of quarters played.
(c) Umpires have PRINTED and signed their names and stated their qualification level.
(d) If less than 7 players take to the court for the duration of a whole game, it should be marked on the Score Card so points for non-signature are not deducted,
(e) The results should be uploaded to the KWJL results form for the appropriate division. The front and back of the scorecard should be photographed and uploaded too. This must be done on the same day of the match. https://www.watfordnl.co.uk/competition.html

Any team failing to post their scorecard and the photographs will be penalised with a two (2) point deduction regardless of the result.

Spectators 

 All spectators must stand outside of the court perimeter fence. All dogs must be on a lead and remain on the pathways and no dogs are allowed onto the courts under any circumstance. Team managers (are these regarded as Bench Officials, in which case they should remain on the bench rather than wander around each quarter.  Just a thought) can remain on the court edge during play and must remain in one position during the quarters.
Photography & Video Recordings

No photography or video recording of matches is allowed. An individual child can be photographed by a parent /guardian of that child but not whilst the game is in progress and can only include other children if their parents/guardians have given permission.

Complaints

The Officers of the league are empowered to deal with any complaint arising on match days as they see fit. All those taking part in match days, including but not limited to players, spectators, team mangers, bench official and umpires are encouraged to make every effort to resolve complaints and disputes on the day with the parties concerned. If this is not possible then with a league official if one is available. Notice of any unresolved complaint or dispute should be sent in writing to the League Secretary when an Officers meeting may be called.
